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Dear Kaiser Families,

Thisweek all students in grades 2-5 will complete a progress test in both English/Language Arts
and Math. There are four such progress tests during the school year, which is fewer than last year. They
take about an hour each. The progress tests provide teachers with information about how students are doing
in those areas, and give our district information about how our school is doing. Y our child’' s teacher will be
sending home the scores next week. The scores are somewhat a predictor of performance on the California
Standardized Test which will be happening at the end of April or early May.

The progress tests ook at the concepts which were taught throughout the second trimester. They are
not cumulative since the beginning of the year. If you have concerns about these scores, or your child’s
performance, you can set up a conference for March 18 or 19. Those will be two minimum days providing
some time for the teachers and parents to meet to talk about student progress. Those two days are not
enough to see everyone, and that is not our goal asit isin thefall. At thistime we are looking to have
conversations with those who have new topics to discuss. If you and your child’ s teacher “are on the same
page’ about your child’s progress, there is no need to have a conference.

Speaking of testing, at our School Site Council meeting last week | was sharing about how well our
African American students did last year on the CST. | had received a call from Evelyn Fortune who is
starting a charter school in San Bernardino for African American kids. She wanted to know what we were
doing for that group to help them perform so well. | told her that our students know that school isfor
learning, our teachers monitor every student, our parents follow through with homework support and
connecting with our school—all of which work together to produce high performance in most of our
children. She told me that we are 13th in the state overall for elementary school African American
performance, and top in Alameda County for math performance. | thought | had already told our
community about it, but the Site Council said that | should share the good news!

This Friday, February 26, at 6:30, our community will celebrate Black History Month with one of
our potlucks. If it'sanything like previous years, there will be fried chicken, mac'n’ cheese and lots of
other good food! And there will be good company too! Mr. Neat’s class will put on aplay and we'll al
have lots of fun. Thisis an opportunity to have our kidslearn that we all sharein everyone's history, that
thereisn’t a history for one group and another history for another group. Let’s come together to celebrate
our history.
